Floriade is a World Horticultural Exposition that take place every ten years 

in the Netherlands. From April 5th until October 7th 2012 the sixth edition of 

Floriade will be organized in Venlo. Floriade offers countries and 

companies the opportunity to showcase their economic, social and 

technical developments.  

Floriade will not only present the most exquisite and exceptional flowers, 

plants, trees and fruit and vegetables of the world but will also display areas 

such as bio sciences, life sciences, sustainable energy and the greenhouse as 

an energy source. 

Floriade Dialogue is the B2B platform of Floriade 2012. A partnership with 

Floriade Dialogue provides an international platform and network that 

stretches far beyond the Floriade 2012 and far beyond the boundaries of the 

Expo site. 

Bureau International des Expositions (BIE) an intergovernmental 

organization in Paris has officially recognized Floriade 2012 as an A1 

category International Horticultural Exhibition. In cooperation with BIE 

Floriade 2012 is expanding their International Horticultural World 

Exhibition to a World Thematic Exhibition. 

 

 

Floriade 2012 in brief  

¶ Duration: 5 April ɀ 7 October 2012 

¶ 2 million visitors in attendance 

¶ More than 100 participants 

¶ Surface area 66 hectares 

The Floriade 2012 site is in the region Venlo, close to the German and 

Belgian border regions. More than 30 million people live within a 2 hour 

distance by car. The Greenport Venlo agrologistics area and the Lower 

Rhine Agrobusiness region together form the largest area of horticultural 

production within Europe.

Floriade 2012 started a scientific & practical support program in 2009 with 

substantive dialogue on issues of great social importance, related to 

principals of sustainability with impact on quality of life named: Floriade 

Dialogue 2009-2012.  

The emphasis of the Floriade Dialogue in 2012 will be to influence the 

process of social change needed to deal with the limitation of natural 

resources that global society will face in the coming years. An impetus to 

achieve intentions, collaborative arrangements and a multidisciplinary 

approach that will give context to future plans towards 2020-2030. To 

conclude, the 2012 edition will deliver a grid for the ultimate form of a self-

supporting city. This will be the result of a dialogue that received 

contributions of an impressive network of specialists from both policy, 

scientific and economic perspective.
